ACADEMIC YEAR POLICIES & PROCEDURES

Registration Fee: $30.00 Registration Fee (max $100.00 per family) due at sign up. Performance Fee:
$50.00 Performance Fee per student will be drafted one month before recital/show. This fee is to allow
students to participate in performance and recitals throughout the academic year.

Tuition for Academic Year:

1 class per week - $50.00 per month
2 classes per week - $70.00 per month

Group Class Tuition Explanation: All monthly tuition payments will be processed automatically on the
first day of class each month. Tuition amounts are based on the number of classes in the school year not
the number of classes in the month. Tuition has already been prorated to include holidays. Tuition will be
paid monthly.

Refunds: There are no refunds for missed group or private lessons.

Substitute Teachers: It may be necessary from time to time to bring in a substitute. However, we will
ensure that all substitutes are also highly trained professionals.



Missed Classes and Make-ups: If your child is unable to make a class, please try to notify us in advance.

Weather Related Closings: Please check our social media pages for possible studio closings due to
inclement weather or any other emergencies.

Mandatory Closing: In the event of a government mandated shut-down of businesses, including, but not
limited to COVID-19, HMPAE reserves the right to transition from in-studio classes to an online platform.
In doing so, the tuition/refund policy will remain unchanged and there will be no refunds or credits for
classes paid in full and/or no adjustments made to tuition.

Private Voice & Acting Lessons: Lessons payments are processed automatically on the first day of
lessons each month. Each lesson is $30.00 - payments will be grouped monthly.

Private voice lessons MUST be cancelled by emailing hanmariesperformingartsvents@gmail.com
at least 24 hours in advance. Failure to do so will result in the forfeiture of that lesson with no make-up
allowed. It is your responsibility to reschedule cancelled lessons.
